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The History of the HSJCCs 

The Human Services and Justice Coordinating Committees (HSJCCs) were established based on the 
Provincial Strategy to Coordinate Human Services and Criminal Justice Systems in Ontario (1997), 
in response to a recognized need in the province to coordinate resources and services, and plan 
more effectively for people who are in conflict with the law. Priority consideration is for people with 
a serious mental illness, developmental disability, acquired brain injury, drug and alcohol addiction, 
and/or fetal alcohol syndrome. 
 
The HSJCC grew out of a joint collaboration between the provincial Ministries of the Attorney General, 
Community and Social Services, Health and Long-Term Care, Community Safety and Correctional 
Services, Children and Youth Services on the 1997 document. Members of HSJCCs came from various 
health and social service, and community mental health and addictions organizations across Ontario. 
All ministry representatives are ex-officio members of the HSJCCs. The Regional HSJCCs coordinate 
communication and service integration planning among health, social services and criminal justice 
organizations within specific regions, and the Local HSJCCs provide input to these regional groups. 
Currently there are 14 Regional HSJCCs and 32 Local HSJCCs. The Provincial HSJCC, consisting of 
regional chairs and ex-officio ministry representatives, functions as a provincial planning body.

ACHIEVEMENTS OF THE PROVINCIAL HSJCC (PHSJCC)

Over the past few years, the Provincial HSJCC has achieved some tremendous accomplishments. In 2009, we hosted a suc-
cessful provincial conference in Niagara Falls titled Law and Disorder: Creating Momentum for Change.
 
We have also secured the support of Canadian Mental Health Association, Ontario Division, to provide policy advice and 
support to the Provincial HSJCC through a Planning and Policy Analyst, Uppala Chandrasekera, whose services are pro-
vided in-kind. Earlier this year, we were successful in recruiting a qualified candidate, Linda Montgomery, for the role of 
Executive Coordinator to the Provincial HSJCC. Through the efforts of these people, we have been able to engage in vari-
ous provincial policy initiatives. 
 
In February 2011, we provided advice to Legal Aid Ontario (LAO) recommending that the LAO provide a modified applica-
tion process, facilitated by individualized support, which would ensure that HSJCC clients are able to access the essential 
services provided by the LAO. 
 
Throughout 2010, we completed a provincial policy project on police and mental health issues. The report, titled Police & 
Mental Health: A Critical Review of Joint Police/Mental Health Collaborations in Ontario, offers a provincial examination of 
issues related to police/mental health collaboration, and highlights successes and challenges of collaboration.
 
In September 2010, we released the inaugural edition of the Provincial HSJCC Newsletter, a quarterly publication that 
offers information about the initiatives of the Provincial, Regional and Local HSJCCs, information on new and promising 
practices, new research and articles, and educational and networking opportunities occurring within the province. To ac-

In August 2009, we made a submission in response to the Ministry of Health and Long-Term Care (MOHLTC) discussion 
paper “Every Door is the Right Door” and participated in a roundtable discussion with MOHLTC to share our knowledge 
and expertise of human services and justice issues across the province, and provide our advice and recommendations for 
the development of the new provincial Mental Health and Addictions Strategy. 
 
In December 2009, we made a submission in response to the Ontario Human Rights Commission’s (OHRC) public consulta-
tion paper, “Human Rights Mental Health Strategy” and provided an overview of issues and concerns within the human 
services and justice systems that the OHRC should consider undertaking as part of its focus on human rights, mental 
health and criminal justice. 
 
During the summer of 2009, we completed a needs assessment of the HSJCCs across the province in order to scope the 
policy support that is required by the Committee. 20 key provincial policy issues surfaced during this project, and we 
have been working steadily to address these issues and enhance coordination among and within the human services and 
justice sectors.

  Keynote Speaker:  RON ELLIS, Former Toronto Maple Leafs Player and Mental Health Advocate

  “Embrace Mental Illness – My Journey Through Depression”

Clinical depressions is an insidious disease and Ron suffered from its consequences for a number of years, during and 
following his professional hockey career, slowly withdrawing from everyone around him into a feeling of hopelessness 
and unworthiness.

Ron has displayed a rare courage and sensitivity in dealing with this disease. He has used his position as a former NHL 
player and his current role as a member of the Hockey Hall of Fame, Public Affairs Department to increase awareness 
of clinical depression. It is through the courage of people like Ron Ellis that awareness of mental illness and depression 
in particular, is increased, thus helping to fight stigma, and assisting people in seeing the treatment they need.

Ron also appeared in the CAMH Foundations ‘Transforming Lives’ marketing campaign to further help fight stigma and 
raise awareness that help is available.

  About Ron Ellis

Celebrated hockey legend Ron Ellis combined skill and sporting play throughout his 15 year NHL 
career. Playing his entire professional career for the Toronto Maple Leafs, Ellis has become one of 
the most respected individuals to ever wear the ‘blue and white’. Ellis totalled 350 regular season 
and playoff goals and was a key member of the Leafs’ 1966 - 1967 Stanley Cup winning squad.

Born in Ontario, Ellis began his hockey career by joining the Toronto Marlies where he began his 
preparation for the NHL. Ellis impressed coaches and fans in his first NHL season by scoring 23 

goals and maintaining zeal and a solid sense of sportsmanship. Ellis distinguished himself on the international stage 
with Team Canada at the 1972 Summit Series where he participated in all eight games. After scoring 32 goals for the 
Leafs in the 1974 - 75 season, Ellis retired to pursue other interests.

After a brief return to professional hockey, Ellis returned to retirement and in 1986, began fighting his battle with de-
pression. His dedication to mental health care and awareness has led him to work closely with the Centre for Addiction 
and Mental Health, drawing attention to the stigma associated with depression. Ellis went public with his story as the 
co-writer of his biography, Over the Boards: The Ron Ellis Story. 

Currently, he is the director of public affairs for the Hockey Hall of Fame, and the Founder of the Ron Ellis Team Canada 
Foundation, a charity that supports various organizations. Ellis has dedicated himself to eliminating the stigma of de-
pression in the workplace, and speaks about his experiences with humour and empathy.

On the shelf in Ron Ellis’s office, his two prized pos-
sessions sit side-by-side. There’s the miniature replica 
Stanley Cup he earned as a member of the 1966-67 To-
ronto Maple Leafs, the most recent Leafs club to cap-
ture Lord Stanley’s mug. It represents his greatest ac-
complishment as a hockey player. Right next to it rests 
the Courage To Come Back Award that Ellis received in 
2000 from the Centre for Addiction and Mental Health. 
It represents his greatest accomplishment of all—the 
battle Ellis waged and won to regain control of his life.

  Keynote Speaker:  CHIEF MIKE EWLES

  “Normalizing Mental Health in Our Families, Workplace and Communities”

Leading an organization with over 1300 “A” type personalities is never easy. It is a constant challenge to provide sup-
port when they experience firsthand tragic violence and death, the depths of victimization, and split second life or 
death decisions, while balancing their own personal lives. It begs the question “What is normal about any of this for 
those of us in the justice sector?”

Chief Ewles has been asking himself that very question for almost 30 years of his policing career. So let’s talk about 
mental health and wellness in our workplace. Let’s talk about what we individually and collectively experience, and 
how we can break through the veneer and stigma of mental illness in our lives. Let’s share our experience and wisdom 
and learn to accept, appreciate and overcome issues of mental health in our work, our homes, and our communities.

  About Chief Mike Ewles

Mike Ewles joined the Durham Regional Police Service in May 1982, after graduating from Queen’s 
University in Kingston. His career path has spanned 28 years, commencing with uniform patrol. 7 
of the 28 years were in the Tactical Support Unit, 4 years of which were as a Tactical Team Leader.  
Mike has worked in every community within Durham Region.

Mike was promoted to Inspector in 2000 and worked in the Duty office providing leadership after 
dark. In 2002 he was placed in charge of the Whitby Community Police office and then assigned to 

lead the Intelligence Branch in 2003, during an organizational re-alignment. In 2006 Mike was assigned as the Inspec-
tor of Employee Services overseeing Human Resources and Recruiting. In June of 2006 he was selected by the Police 
Services Board to become Deputy Chief. As Deputy Chief he was responsible for Operational Support, which includes 
all of the Specialty Units- Tactical, K9, Communications, Major Crime, Crime Administration.

Mike was announced as Chief of Police on May 30th, 2007.

Mike is currently serving a term as the Chair of Governing Body Executive of the Criminal Intelligence Services on On-
tario and he sits on the Board of Directors at both the Abilities Centre and the Ontario Shores Foundation Board. 

Mike is married with a daughter in University. He is a long standing resident of the Region of Durham and has resided 
in Whitby for over 20 years.
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While taking a routine vandalism report at an elementary school, I was 

interrupted by a little girl about six years old. Looking up and down at my 

uniform, she asked, "Are you a police officer?" "Yes" I answered and con-

tinued writing the report. "My mother said if I ever needed help I should ask 

the police. Is that right?" "Yes, that's right," I told her. "Well, then," she said 

as she extended her foot toward me, "would you please tie my shoe?"

  “Passages To Safety: Lessons in the Development and Provision of Services for People with Forensic Mental   
   Health Need”

The presentation will describe the forces that have created the current approaches to forensic mental health services 
internationally. It will focus on the things that are common in many of our societies: the provision of recovery based 
care in the community; the social toxins of drugs and poverty; the effects of current criminal justice approaches; and 
the needs of people-in-recovery whose illness or coping styles have resulted in criminal behaviour. Their needs are in 
many ways shared with, but in some ways distinct from, other people in the criminal justice system, and other people 
with mental health treatment needs. Our responses need to be linked, with a ‘whole of life’ approach to assisting their 
recovery. Recovery requires not reoffending, so being safe and secure in oneself and towards others, are linked goals 
of forensic mental health care.

  About Dr. Sandy Simpson

Dr. Simpson is currently the Associate Professor and Head, Law and Mental Health Program in the 
Department of Psychiatry, University of Toronto and Clinical Director and Person-in-Charge, Law 
and Mental Health Program, at the Centre for Addiction and Mental Health.  Prior to CAMH, Dr. 
Simpson served as the Clinical Director and Director of Area Mental Health Services of the Auck-
land Regional Forensic Psychiatry Service in Auckland, New Zealand. 
 
Dr. Simpson holds an international reputation for his progressive approach to forensic mental 

health and the published outcomes from the Auckland service are among the best in the field.  Among his key accom-
plishments is his leadership in developing the community and inpatient forensic models into a comprehensive model 
of service, using both recovery-based and culture-based forensic mental health services.

In her keynote address, MHCC President and CEO Louise Bradley, who earlier in her career worked in forensic and 
corrections mental healthcare, will update us on the work of the Commission, with a specific focus on its projects de-
signed to enhance equality and social inclusion for people living with mental health problems and illnesses.

  About Louise Bradley

Originally from Eastern Canada, Louise became a Registered Nurse in Newfoundland. She also 
studied at Dalhousie University and later obtained a Master of Science with a specialization in Men-
tal Health from Northeastern University, Boston. Though Louise’s experience ranges from Commu-
nity Mental Health to Forensic and Corrections Health Care, she has worked primarily in the Mental 
Health field as a frontline nurse, administrator, researcher and educator. 

Louise moved to Alberta to become the Senior Operating Officer for the University of Alberta Hos-
pital in Edmonton and, in the spring of 2009, joined the Mental Health Commission of Canada as its Chief Operating 
Officer. For 5 years, she was also a surveyor with Accreditation Canada, and is both a Certified Health Executive and an 
adjunct professor with the University of Alberta Faculty of Nursing. In April 2010, Louise became President and CEO of 
the Mental Health Commission of Canada.
